Hvordan identificerer du GAl som snyd?

Traditionelle former for plagiatkontrol leverer konkrete data (om tekstuelt
sammenfald) i undersagelser af manglende akademisk integritet, der kan bruges som
bevisfarelse i en sag om eksamenssnyd. Pa nuvaerende tidspunkt er det derimod
ikke muligt at dokumentere brugen af GAl med en sadan grad af sikkerhed, at
evidensen kan bruges til at Igfte bevisbyrden ved en eventuel disciplinaersag.

En eventuel samtale med en studerende om formodning om manglende integritet vil
derfor som regel udelukkende basere sig pa indicier, fx forekomst af "hallucinationer"
(ikke-eksisterende kilder, vaerker m.v.), pafaldende formuleringer eller klare
indikatorer sa som "as a language model, | can not...".




Seerligt i tilfeelde hvor det er tilladt at bruge GAIl kan det veere vanskeligt at
sandsynligggre, at GAIl er anvendt pa en made, der strider mod rammerne for den
tilladte anvendelser. Sddanne sager vil ofte kreeve en tilstaelse, da indicier typisk ikke
vil kunne danne et tilstraekkeligt tungtvejende grundlag for en afgarelse.

Exams are fast approaching

The exam period will start shortly, and, in this newsletter, we give you the latest
information from the vice dean about teaching and exams.

The newsletter is emailed to all teachers at the Faculty of Humanities.

Exam cheating and generative Al

In connection with exams, it can be difficult to determine whether the use of GAI
should be identified as exam cheating. As an examiner, it is important that you have
informed your students about the guidelines for your particular course.

e |s GAl allowed when declared or prohibited by the specific test?
e Have specific academic goals been defined in relation to critical use of GAI?
e Are there specific form requirements for the declaration of GAl use?

Cheating in connection with oral exams

If you or the external examiner during an oral exam assess that there may be a
possible violation of SDU's exam rules, including that GAl has been used in a way
that is not allowed, you must generally continue the exam.
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You may not shorten or lengthen the exam in question, ask questions outside the
description of objectives or otherwise discriminate against the students, e.g. by
asking control questions regarding suspected illegal use of GAl.

However, you are welcome to ask relevant professional questions that can indirectly
help clarify whether GAI has been used illegally.

When the oral exam is completed, we recommend that you deliberate and arrive at a
grade, but you are not allowed to inform the student of the grade. However, if you
assess that there is a risk that your suspicion may influence your assessment, you do
not need to make an assessment.

When the exam is completed, you must inform the student that an investigation is
being initiated into a possible violation of SDU's exam rules.

Cheating in connection with written exams
In the case of written answers, you are not allowed to seek out and question the
students about how or why they have solved a given assignment in a certain way.

If you suspect cheating in a written answer, you are welcome to carry out the
assessment if you can do so without the suspicion influencing the assessment. But
you must hold back the grade, i.e., it must not be entered in Digital Exam. It is
important that you do not assess the answer if you assess that there is a risk that the
suspicion may affect your assessment.

You must inform the student that an investigation is being initiated into a possible
violation of SDU's exam rules.

Reporting cheating
If you or the external examiner suspect cheating, you should always discuss the
suspicion among yourselves.

The assessor must subsequently report the matter to the director of studies, who
investigates the case, cf. SDU's rules. The director of studies and our resource
persons in the area take care of the further case processing.

How do you identify GAl as cheating?

Traditional forms of plagiarism control provide concrete data (on textual coincidence)
in studies of lack of academic integrity. At present, it is not possible to document the
use of GAl in such a way that the evidence can be used to lift the burden of proof in a
possible disciplinary case.

Any conversation with a student about a suspicion of a lack of integrity will therefore
usually be based solely on circumstantial evidence, e.g. "hallucinations" (non-existent




sources, judgments, etc.), striking formulations or clear indicators such as "as a
language model, | Can not...".

Especially in cases where it is permitted to use GAl, it can be difficult to make it
probable that GAIl has been used in a way that conflicts with the framework of the
permitted uses. Such cases will often require a confession, as circumstantial
evidence will typically not be able to form a sufficiently weighty basis for a case.

Supervisor on a Master's thesis?

Please note that oral defence has been introduced in all programmes —
except audiology, and that you can find guidelines for the thesis at mitsdu.dk.
You just need to choose the study program the student comes from.

The main deadlines are

- Deadline for election of supervisor is 15 November 2025

- The deadline for entering into a Master's thesis contract is 15 January
2026

- Submission deadline is 1 June 2026

- Oral defence will be held in the second half of June.

Are you a supervisor on a Master's thesis with a submission deadline of
2 January?

Some students will have to face an oral defence as early as January 2026 —
you will be notified by your study secretary if it is relevant to you.

Please note that students who do not submit on 2 January must submit an
amended project description by 17 January at the latest.

If the student does not have an approved contract, special rules apply for
the 2nd attempt. You can read more about these rules in the Academic
Regulations and the course description

What is a modified project description?
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The Ministry has stated that a changed task formulation (project description)

means:
"that the student does not have to start over with his or her Master's
thesis if the submission deadline is not met, but that the university,
based on an academic assessment, must change the thesis
formulation in such a way that it corresponds to a workload of an
additional 3 months. This applies regardless of the specialty's norm.
The changed thesis formulation must thus be adjusted in light of the
content of the individual thesis — and may, for example, be a larger or
smaller addition, just as it is (as a starting point) not the intention that
students should start over with new experimental experiments."

The extra work can e.g. be more empirical data, new theories and methods,
more analyses, etc.

In the amended project description, the student must describe the work that
has been added in relation to the original project description. As a supervisor,
you must approve the amended project description.

Rejection of Master's theses due to formalities

The Academic Requlations and the course description stipulate formal
requirements for the thesis (scope, summary, etc.) If the student submits a
thesis that does not meet the formal requirements, the thesis must be rejected
without assessment.

Students who have their Master's thesis rejected due to formalities must
contact the Study Board to set a submission deadline for the next exam
attempt.

The course will be carried out in the spring semester of 2026 with a kick-off webinar
on 14 January, and participating teachers will be compensated with 30 hours. Read
more about the process here:
